juridice in materie penala.

The scientific master’s program Criminal Sciences represents the second cycle of higher education and corresponds to the number of
transferable study credits in accordance with ECTS/SECT. 1t is finalized at ISCED level 7 / the National Qualifications Framework and serves as a
mandatory preparatory stage for doctoral studies.

The curriculum for the Criminal Sciences specialization is designed to prepare highly qualified professionals in national and international
criminal law who are capable of adapting to the legal context of the Republic of Moldova, in line with current societal challenges. Graduates of the
program are expected to contribute effectively to the promotion of justice, fairness, and the rule of law in the criminal justice system.

This master's program is of strong practical relevance, given that the legal relationships it addresses concern one of the most acute social
phenomena—criminality. The program aims to develop both the theoretical knowledge and the practical skills required of qualified professionals
in the fields of criminal and criminal procedural law, through a comprehensive and interdisciplinary approach to solving field-specific issues.

The program is innovative in nature, reflecting contemporary trends in the treatment of topical issues by both national and international
scholars. A central role is also given to international and European practice, particularly to the case law of the European Court of Human Rights,
with the aim of preparing future legal professionals to apply the law objectively and in line with international standards.

The Criminal Sciences scientific master’s program (90 ECTS credits) is intended for graduates of cycle I — bachelor's degree studies in the
field of professional training 0421 — Law. The program aims to facilitate students’ continuous personal and professional development in line with
labor market needs and to train, acquire, and enhance the professional competences necessary for legal work in public institutions, law enforcement,
and the provision of criminal legal assistance.

The master's degree curriculum in Institutions of Private Law has been developed in alignment with the national and institutional legal
framework, including: the Education Code of the Republic of Moldova No. 152 of July 17, 2014, Government Decision No. 412 of June 12, 2024,
regarding the nomenclature of academic fields and specialties; and the Framework Plan for Bachelor's, Master's, and Integrated Higher Education,
as approved by the Ministry of Education and Research through Order No. 510 of April 7, 2025. It also adheres to Government Decision No. 80 of
February 16, 2022, which regulates the structure and functioning of Master's studies (Cycle II), and is grounded in the institutional framework of
ULIM, including the University Charter, the ULIM Educational Concept, the Institutional Development Strategy 2025-2030, and the internal
Master’s study regulations adopted by the ULIM Senate on March 30, 2022.The program was elaborated in alignment with the European
Qualifications Framework (cycle Il —master’s level, ISCED level 7), the Council of the European Union’s recommendations on key competences
for lifelong learning, and the European Parliament and Council s recommendations on establishing a common European reference framework for
quality assurance in education and vocational training.

The main objectives of the program are reflected in its twofold mission:

o the teaching mission, aimed at delivering specialized legal knowledge, and
e the scientific mission, centered on developing students’ capacity for academic research and the analysis of complex issues in the field of
criminal law.

The program is delivered in a part-time format over a period of 1.5 years, totaling 90 transferable credits (ECTS).

Its primary goal is to train specialists in criminal justice and to provide advanced instruction for professionals working in Moldova’s criminal
Justice system. The program enables in-depth study of criminal law institutions and emerging legal domains in the field. Graduates will deepen their
knowledge in both substantive and procedural criminal law and acquire the necessary skills and competences to operate effectively in the sector.
Emphasis is placed on interdisciplinarity and interconnectivity, fostering professionals who meet labor market expectations.

The internship is carried out during the first year of studies.Its purpose is to develop applied research skills by integrating students into
scientific activities within academic institutions, research centers, or organizations relevant to the field. The internship focuses on the formulation,
application, and validation of research methods and tools in real professional contexts, supporting the preparation of the master’s thesis and the
student s scientific-professional development.

Further academic progression: Graduates of the program are eligible for doctoral studies (cycle Ill, QF-EHEA / EQF level 8), as the
program provides the required academic and professional foundation for access to higher-level research training.

Graduates will possess the professional knowledge, skills, and competencies outlined in the plan, which include understanding the
theoretical, practical, and ethical foundations of national and international criminal law. They will master the fundamental principles of criminal
law at both national and international levels, identify the specifics of criminal components under national legislation and international acts ratified
by Moldova; comprehend both general deontological principles of the legal profession and those specific to roles such as judges, prosecutors, and
lawyers; apply national and international legal frameworks in criminal and procedural law to objectively classify and qualify socially dangerous
acts; identify and implement mechanisms for preventing and combating crime types legislated in Moldovan criminal law, conduct comparative legal
studies to highlight similarities and differences between national and international legislation concerning criminal behavior; identify effective
criminological methods from other states' practices for implementation in the national system to enhance crime detection rates; recognize and
assume responsibility for their professional activities in the legal field, aiming to identify the most effective and operational mechanisms for fulfilling
specific job functions, and consider the practice and recommendations of the European Court of Human Rights to improve and optimize the
application of national legislation in criminal matters.

The objectives of the "Criminal Sciences" master's program, as reflected in the curriculum, align with the study program'’s goals. The
program at the second cycle master's level in "Criminal Sciences" is innovative in that it reflects current trends in the doctrine and practice of
criminal law. It is a testament to the contemporary approach to addressing current topics and issues in the field and is focused on clarifying personal
and professional competencies in the relevant area.

In this context, a strategic objective relates to developing the theoretical and practical skills of specialists who will contribute to the
construction in Moldova of a state based on the democratic principles recognized by the international community.

In the context of European integration, Moldova is undergoing a dynamic process of aligning and harmonizing its national legislation with
European standards. Therefore, classes within the "Criminal Sciences" master's program are conducted by renowned practitioners. The program
reflects current aspects of both national and international contemporary criminal law, with specific issues being approached comparatively from
the perspectives of theorists and practitioners, offering students a comprehensive study of both national practices and European jurisprudence.

Aceasta presupune, de asemenea, modernizarea si
perfectionarea periodica a planului de invatamant si a continuturilor curriculare care se realizeaza regulamentar. La elaborarea
programului de studiu s-a tinut cont de prevederile Cadrului National al Calificarilor, Cadrului European al Calificarilor (ciclul 11
— studii superioare de master, nivelul 7 ISCED) si actele normative ULIM, astfel incat Planul de invatamant si continuturile
curriculare asigura achizitionarea cunostintelor, abilitatilor si competentelor necesare conform cerintelor CNCRM si EQF.
Programul de master ,,Stiinte penale”, este in conformitate cu Strategiea de dezvoltare a Universitatii Libere Internationale din
Moldova cat si a Facultatii Drept, ULIM, care este in continud inovare/ perfectionare, in functie de cerintele pietei educationale,
nationale si internationale.

Aligning the Study Program with International Trends

The study program aligns with the European Qualifications Framework. This entails regular modernization and
improvement of the curriculum and course content, adhering to established regulations. The development of the study program
took into account the provisions of the National Qualifications Framework, the European Qualifications Framework (second cycle
— master’s level, ISCED level 7), and the normative acts of FIUM. Consequently, the curriculum and course content ensure the
acquisition of the knowledge, skills, and competencies required according to the CNCRM and EQF standards. The "Criminal
Sciences" master's program is in accordance with the development strategy of the Free International University of Moldova and
the Law Faculty of FIUM, which are continuously innovating and improving in response to the demands of the national and
international educational market.

5. Evaluarea asteptarilor sectorului justitiei, economic si social

Necesititile si asteptarile sectorului economic implica vaste abilitati de directionare eficientd a resurselor, inclusiv: a) la
nivel micro — gestionarea capacitdtilor si imbunatatirii serviciilor / produselor si proceselor; b) la nivel mezo — impact asupra
retelelor de inovatie; d) la nivel macro - cresterea in capacitate si eficientd la scard, cu imbunatatiri ale fondului de cunostinte.

Asteptarile sectorului social se referd la: a) ocuparea fortei de munca, prin dezvoltarea capitalului uman, imbunatatirea ratei
ocuparii fortei de munca; b) calitatea vietii, prin obtinerea de servicii bazate pe echitate si transparentd si pe respectarea si
promovarea drepturilor fundamentale ale omului.
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Totusi, realitatea sociala a Republicii Moldova in sectorul justitie este caracterizata de necesitatea edificarii unui sector al
justitiei accesibil, eficient, independent, transparent, profesionist si responsabil fatd de societate, care sa corespunda standardelor
europene, sd asigure suprematia legii si respectarea drepturilor omului §i sa contribuie la asigurarea Increderii societatii in actul de
justitie.

In acest context, in cadrul Programului de master ,,Stiinte penale”, masteranzilor le sunt dezvoltate abilitatile si
competentele necesare in vederea realizarii obiectivelor strategice setate pentru sectorul justitiei: consolidarea independentei,
responsabilitatii, impartialitatii, eficientei si transparentei sistemului judecatoresc; eficientizarea procesului de investigatie
prejudiciara in vederea garantarii respectarii drepturilor omului, asigurarii securitatii fiecarei persoane si diminuarii nivelului de
criminalitate; ameliorarea cadrului institutional si a proceselor care asigura accesul efectiv la justitie: asistenta juridica eficienta,
examinarea cauzelor si executarea hotararilor judecatoresti in termene rezonabile, modernizarea statutului unor profesii juridice
conexe sistemului de justitie; promovarea si implementarea principiului tolerantei zero pentru manifestarile de coruptie in sectorul
justitiei; implementarea unor masuri prin intermediul carora sectorul justitiei ar contribui la crearea unui climat favorabil
dezvoltarii durabile a economiei; asigurarea respectarii efective a drepturilor omului in practicile §i politicile juridice; coordonarea,
stabilirea si delimitarea atributiilor si responsabilitatilor actorilor principali din sectorul justitiei, asigurarea dialogului
intersectorial.

Evaluation of Expectations firom the Justice, Economic, and Social Sectors

The economic sector's needs and expectations demand extensive abilities for efficiently directing resources, including: a) at the micro level
— managing capacities and improving services/products and processes; b) at the meso level — impacting innovation networks, and d) at the macro
level — enhancing capacity and efficiency on a larger scale, with improvements to the knowledge base.

Expectations in the social sector include: a) employment through the development of human capital and improving the employment rate; b)
quality of life, by providing services based on equity and transparency and respecting and promoting fundamental human rights.

However, the social reality in Moldova's justice sector is characterized by the need to establish a justice system that is accessible, efficient,
independent, transparent, professional, and accountable to society. It should meet European standards, ensure the supremacy of law and respect
for human rights, and contribute to society's trust in the judiciary.

In this context, within the "Criminal Sciences" master's program, students develop the necessary skills and competencies to achieve strategic
objectives set for the justice sector: strengthening the independence, accountability, impartiality, efficiency, and transparency of the judicial system,
improving the pre-trial investigation process to ensure human rights are respected, secure individual safety, and reduce crime levels; enhancing the
institutional framework and processes that provide effective access to justice, such as efficient legal assistance, timely examination of cases, and
enforcement of judicial decisions, modernizing the status of legal professions related to the justice system, promoting and implementing a zero-
tolerance principle for corruption manifestations in the justice sector; implementing measures through which the justice sector can contribute to
creating a favorable climate for sustainable economic development; ensuring the effective respect of human rights in legal practices and policies;
coordinating, defining, and delineating the duties and responsibilities of key actors in the justice sector, and ensuring intersectoral dialogue.

6. Consultarea partenerilor in procesul de elaborare a programului de studii

La proiectarea continutului planului de invatamant la programul de master ,,Stiinte penale”, s-a tinut cont de recomandarile
Consiliului pentru Asigurarea Calitatii, partenerilor sociali — studenti si angajatori, de experienta internationala obtinuta in cadrul
intrunirilor mediului academic si al mobilitatilor personalului didactic. Planul de invatimant contine toate compartimentele
necesare pentru pregatirea specialistului in domeniul vizat: calendarul universitar; planul procesului de studii pe semestre/ani de
studii; stagiile de practicd; formele de evaluare finala la unitatile de curs oferite; forma de evaluare finala a programului de studii;
lista unitatilor de curs la libera alegere; minimul curricular necesar pentru continuarea studiilor superioare la ciclul II; nota
explicativa cu prezentarea profilul specialitatii / domeniului general de studiu si cel particular al programului, concretizate in
conceptia formarii specialistului (scop, caracteristici, angajabilitate, formare ulterioard, abordari pedagogice, competente-cheie
dezvoltate In program) si finalitati de studiu preconizate; matricea coreldrii finalitatilor de studiu ale programului cu cele ale
unitatilor de curs.

Finalitatile programului de studiu proiecteaza setul de cunostinte, abilitati si competente de care are nevoie specialistul
pentru o insertie profesionala eficientd pe piata muncii. Repartizarea unitatilor de curs si ponderea acestora in componenta
formativa a planului de invatdmant permite realizarea finalitatilor proiectate ale programului de studiu. Programul de studiu
corespunde Cadrului National al Calificarilor, Cadrului European al Calificarilor. Aceasta presupune, de asemenea, modernizarea
si perfectionarea periodica a planului de invatamant si a continuturilor curriculare, care se realizeaza regulamentar, dupa discutii
si propuneri ale structurilor academice si de asigurare a calitatii ULIM.

Consultation with Partners in the Development of the Study Program

In designing the curriculum for the master's program in "Criminal Sciences, " consideration was given to the recommendations of the Quality
Assurance Council, social partners—including students and employers—as well as international experience gained through academic meetings
and faculty mobility. The curriculum includes all necessary components to prepare specialists in the targeted field: the academic calendar; the study
process plan by semesters/years; internships; final assessment forms for offered course units; final evaluation form of the study program, list of
elective course units; the minimum curriculum necessary for continuing to the next cycle of higher education; an explanatory note presenting the
profile of the specialty/general field of study and the specific aspects of the program, embodied in the conception of specialist training (purpose,
characteristics, employability, further training, pedagogical approaches, key competencies developed in the program) and anticipated study
outcomes, the matrix correlating the program's study outcomes with those of the course units.

The study program's outcomes project the set of knowledge, skills, and competencies needed by specialists for effective professional
integration into the labor market. The distribution of course units and their weight within the formative component of the curriculum facilitates the
achievement of the program's projected outcomes. The study program is aligned with the National Qualifications Framework and the European

Qualifications Framework. This also entails the periodic modernization and improvement of the curriculum and course content, which is regularly
updated following discussions and proposals from academic and quality assurance structures at FIUM.

Programul de master ,,Stiinte penale” este relevant in raport cu Cadrul National al Calificarilor/Cadrul European al
Calificarilor §i asigurd plenar pregatirea specialistilor in domeniul vizat, capabili si desfdsoare activitati profesionale in
conformitate cu cerintele pietei muncii si solicitarile specifice ale angajatorilor. in acest sens ULIM promoveazi politici de
comunicare eficientd cu angajatorii din domeniu, organizand intruniri in cadrul cérora sunt elucidate ofertele educationale si sunt
identificate modalitati de Tmbunatatire a continuturilor curriculare. ULIM are incheiate circa 100 de acorduri cu agenti economici
si Institutii publice din tara si de peste hotare (ministere, agentii, departamente etc.), in baza carora studentii au posibilitatea sa-si
petreaca stagiile de practica, cu angajarea ulterioard in campul muncii.

Relevance of the Study Program for the Labor Market

The master's program in "Criminal Sciences” is highly relevant in relation to the National Qualifications Framework/European
Qualifications Framework and fully ensures the preparation of specialists in the field, who are capable of performing professional activities in
accordance with labor market requirements and specific employer demands. In this context, FIUM promotes policies of effective communication
with employers in the field, organizing meetings to clarify educational offerings and identify ways to improve curriculum content. FIUM has
approximately 100 agreements with business entities and public institutions both domestically and internationally (ministries, agencies, departments,
etc.), through which students have the opportunity to complete internships, often leading to subsequent employment.
